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Level One Umpire Qualification Process
1. Apply to take a course. See information regarding courses in the News section of the website, or contact the Development Manager for details.
2. Take a Level One Course along with the theory test. You now become a Level One Candidate; complete the Level One Candidate Registration Form, pass to the Course Organiser, and your details will be updated/registered with HHUA.

3. Do the 3
 practice games (arrange with HHUA to be mentored or developed. This will be mentioned on your course.) Remember to record these games on your match record card found in you Level One Course pack
. 
4. You have TWO YEARS to be passed by a Level One Assessor. Contact the Development Manager when you need to be assessed.
5. The Level One Assessor will advise you as to whether you have passed and what happens next.
